RULES AND REGULATIONS

1. The student must be of junior status in our high school with at least one more year of education
remaining to be taken in his/her native country.

2. The student must satisfy the same age and other general requirements of citizen students.
(Maximum age at time of enrollment is 18 years.)

3. The student must be of high academic standing in the school of his/her home country.

4. The student must possess a functional speaking and written understanding of the English
language.

5. The student must enter at the beginning of the semester and attend for a minimum of one and
maximum of two semesters.

6. The student will be evaluated and graded on the same basis as all other students. Students will
not be permitted to attend classes on a non-credit or audit basis.

7. The student will be subject to the same policies, rules of conduct, and attendance requirements
that apply to citizen students.

8. The fundamental purpose of the exchange program is cultural exchange; therefore,
a) exchange students cannot earn diplomas;

b) exchange students cannot actively participate in graduation exercises;

c) exchange students who have met the objectives of the exchange program may receive
recognition during graduation, appropriate assemblies, banquets, etc.

9. Exchange students will be allowed to participate in extra curricular activities provided they meet
the senior high school eligibility requirements and all standards of the Illinois High School
Association and
North Central Accrediting Association.
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10. A transcript of the student's classes and attendance while enrolled in Granite City High School
will be sent to the student's home school. I have read and understand the above mentioned Rules
and Regulations and agree to abide by them while participating as part of this Exchange Student
